D. Standards & Policies Committee Recommendations
1. Revise Policies Related to Addition of Harrison Township Library (HTL)
The Standards & Policies Committee and the Suburban Library Cooperative Advisory Council recommend updates to the Suburban Library Cooperative policies in regards to the Harrison Township Library. The updates include policies as to reciprocal borrowers, library barcode prefixes and staff borrowing privileges. Wollenweber made a motion to approve the revised policies in relation to the Harrison Township Library. The motion was supported by Barr. Motion Carried.

E. Renewal of Zinio Digital Magazine Service
Black made a motion to approve renewing Zinio online magazine subscription service for one year at a maximum cost of $45,000. The motion was supported by Grandstaff. Motion Carried.
F. Purchase Freegal Digital Music Service
The Suburban Library Cooperative Advisory Council proposed purchasing Freegal from the Proprietary Fund for the shared system libraries, which do not include the Clinton-Macomb and Troy Public Libraries. These libraries would still be part of the Cooperative group purchase, but would be billed for their portion of the service. The proposal would also change the Proprietary Fund Budget to allocate $40,769 from fund balance. The proposal would increase the amount allocated to Centralized Purchasing in the General Fund by $15,000. Wollenweber made a motion to approve the Suburban Library Cooperative Advisory Council’s proposal as presented. The motion was supported by Grandstaff. Motion Carried.
G. Election of Officers
As per the Suburban Library Cooperative Board Bylaws, the election of officers must be held at the annual meeting in October, the beginning of our fiscal year. It has been past practice that the Vice-Chairperson assumes the position of Chairperson at this time.
