  The Standard & Policies Committee and the Suburban Library Cooperative 
Advisory Council recommend amending the MeLCat policy in regards to brief 
records, now that NCIP is working, and also to charge overdue fines on MeLCat 
items of $0.25/day. Black made a motion to approve the amendments to the 
MeLCat policy, supported by Lisica. Motion Carried.

A. Director’s Report
The Suburban Library Cooperative will share costs with the Michigan Library Association for an amicus brief in support of the Romeo District Library in their suit with Washington Township. Turgeon will talk to TLN to inquire if they would also be in favor of sharing the costs. If Proposal 1 fails next week, legislators may be looking at penal fines for libraries as a funding source to go after. Tammy, Jim Pletz from TLN, and Mark Wollenweber are meeting with the State Librarian in June about some possible grant funding. State Aid checks for member libraries are starting to arrive.
