A. Automation

Replacement PC Orders 
The Suburban Library Cooperative is now taking orders for replacement pc’s. Please have your orders to Chris by the end of April, so he can place the orders with Dell the beginning of May. Installation will be scheduled as the pc’s arrive.

B. Michigan’s Library Privacy Act
Member libraries are concerned that providing information about patrons to other member libraries may be in violation of the Library Privacy Act 455 of 1982. In order to provide protection to member library staff, Tammy suggested that all SLC member libraries sign an agreement that we are designated agents of each other’s libraries and will agree to abide by the terms and conditions of the Act. Libraries may only ask if a patron is in good standing (eligible to check out materials and use services) and the expiration of the patron’s card. Libraries will not ask for specific information on a patron’s record related to items checked out, items on hold, or fines/fees owing. Henderstein made a motion to have member libraries sign the agreement pending the approval of the Suburban Library Cooperative legal counsel. Hames seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Russ Abstained.
C. Geekthelibrary
Geekthelibrary is a marketing campaign for libraries through OCLC and the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation. The 
           program and promotional materials are free. The only request is that libraries commit for a specified amount of 
           time, usually one year. Tammy suggested if the cooperative participate as a whole, it would have a greater impact.  
The Suburban Library Cooperative could coordinate distribution of materials for all member libraries. Hames made a motion for the Suburban Library Cooperative participate in the geekthelibrary program, seconded by Slivka. Motion Carried.
