A. Automation System

B. Standards and Policies Committee Recommendations
(a) SLC Delivery Practices and Standards Revision

                No tape is to be used on any delivery items. Packaged items are limited to: 5 music CDs, 5 DVDs and no more 

     than 2 of every other item type. Notes can be written on transit slips or on specific forms. Graham made a 
     motion to approve the revision of the SLC Delivery Practices and Standards Policy, supported by Slivka. Motion 
     Carried.
(b) SLC Patron Privacy Agreements
      Three agreements were drawn up, so all libraries will be protected regarding patron privacy. One agreement for       the shared system libraries to serve as a designated agent for Clinton-Macomb Public Library and Troy Public  

      Library; one agreement for Clinton-Macomb Public Library and the Troy Public Library to serve as a designated 
      agent for the shared system libraries and one agreement for the shared system libraries only to serve as a 

      designated agent to each other. Only authorized library staff will have access to patron information. The 

      designated agent agreements between Clinton Macomb/Troy and the shared system libraries can only confirm if 
      the patron is in good standing and when their library card expires. Neal made a motion to recommend the 
      member libraries sign the SLC Patron Privacy Agreements, supported by Sterling. Motion Carried.

A. MLA Advocacy: Everyone!
             MLA is watching the legislation on the possibility of eliminating or replacement of the Personal Property Tax and  

 how this will effect municipalities and libraries. 

 Public Act 152 of 2011 (Health Care) places limits on health care costs for employers and employees. There is a 
 cap on how much employers can spend on health care premiums or employees will be asked to pay 20% and  

 employers 80% on premium or an employer can opt out. This will go into effect when your library’s health care    

 contract expires.
